Projects:

Each student must submit 2 different projects on the first day of school
 September 6, 2011.  A test grade will be given for each project according to the attached rubric.  Projects will be graded and returned by September 30, 2011.
1.
Create a book jacket (11” x 17”) that could be used for a hardbound edition of your book.  Include a short summary of the story and a brief biography of the author on the flaps.  Create an interesting and attractive illustration on the front cover to persuade perspective readers to buy the book.

2. Create a comic strip illustrating an important scene from the book.  It should contain at least 8 to 10 frames, use color and captions.

3. Make a video of a scene from the book.  There should be an introduction stating the title and author as well as an introduction to the scene.

4. Create an alphabet book based on the story.  (A is for attack of the mountain lion; B is for the boy who saved money to buy two dogs).  It must be illustrated with color and bound by using rings or something similar.
5. Create a diorama of an important part of the plot.  Write a short explanation of the scene and why it is important to the story.
